If it can be demonstratede that lousy fuel quality into the engine was causing 
reduced engine life, then of course fix the problem - but then you introduce a 
question of is the electric pump more or less reliable thn the mechanical pump. 
No-one here can answer that one.
Alternator? Is 85 amp enough? If not then fit a larger one or an extra one.
Is a cruising speed of 90 to 100 enough. If not then fit a big V8
Is your left knee buggered like mine seems to be? Then fit an automatic.
I guess that all of us run the risk that the journey (of enhancing the vehicle) 
gets to be so all-consuming that we never get to the destination - which in this 
case is having the vehicle in good enough condition so we can really go on a 
proper journey to reach a proper destination.
